The United States Brings Jazz Quartet “Roseanna Vitro And Her Trio” to Macedonia

The Embassy of the United States announces the 2004 Jazz Ambassadors Program featuring vocal jazz.  As a part of a regional tour, Roseanna Vitro and Her Trio will perform three concerts in Macedonia.  

The Second Annual Jazz Ambassadors tour in Macedonia will start with a concert at the Porta Jazz in Bitola, at 21:00 hrs on September 4, followed by a concert at the South East European (SEE)  University in Tetovo, at 21:00 on September 5, and concluding with a concert at Leten Klub Colosseum in Skopje, at 20:00 on September 7.

Roseanna Vitro and Her Trio will also conduct a special workshop on “Improvisation in Jazz” at the Academy of Music in Skopje on September 7 at 11:00.

The group’s program in Macedonia is being carried out in partnership with the Directorate of Culture and Art; “Loja” Center for Balkan Cooperation; South East European (SEE) University; and the Youth Cultural Center in Bitola.

The band, consisting of vocalist Roseanna Vitro; pianist Joe Elefante; drummer Tim Horner; and bassist Dean Johnson, has already performed in Serbia and Montenegro, Bosnia and Herzegovina, and Turkey on this tour.  Following the concerts in Macedonia, they will perform in Bulgaria, Albania and Cyprus.  

In its sixth year, the Jazz Ambassadors Program, co-organized by the U.S. Department of State and the John F. Kennedy Center for the Performing Arts in Washington, D.C., sends professional American Jazz artists who compete to tour abroad. Since the program's inception in 1998, Jazz Ambassadors have toured Eurasia, Central Europe, the Balkans, Africa, Latin America, the Middle East, and East and South Asia, as a way to bring ensembles that demonstrate the highest artistic and musical ability to audiences in countries throughout the world.
