The contractor shall provide, install, and maintain residential alarm systems capable of immediate,
24-hour notification of alarms to the U.S. Embassy Skopje.

The performance period of this contract is from the start date in the Notice to Proceed and
continuing for 12 months, with four (4), one-year options to renew. The initial period of
performance includes any transition period authorized under the contract.

2. PRICING

SCHEDULE OF SUPPLIES/SERVICES, BLOCK 20

1. PERFORMANCE WORK STATEMENT

The Contractor shall furnish, install, test and maintain a residential alarm system for each residence
that Contractor receives a task order from Government requesting installation. The residential
alarm systems and all components shall meet or exceed commonly accepted U.S. industry
standards for design, reliability and performance for the detection of unauthorized intrusions while
minimizing the number of “false” alarms.

Each residential alarm system furnished by Contractor shall include, without limitation, the
following components:

@ Central Processing Unit

The central processing unit shall receive primary power from the residence power supply
and include a backup battery capable of 12-hour continuous backup. The central processing
unit must be capable of automated notification to multiple Government specified phone
numbers. The central processing unit must be ANSI/SIA CP-01-2007 compliant.

(b) Control Panels
Each residential alarm system will include a minimum of two control panels with simple
and intuitive interfaces. One will be located near the main entrance to the residence and one
will be located in the primary sleeping quarters. Each control panels must have a panic

button for user activation of the alarm. All control panels for all houses must be from the
same manufacturer and the same type.

(© Door and Window Contacts

All man-passable windows and doors providing access to the residence must have contact
alarms that activate when the door or window is opened.

(d) Motion Detectors
Each residence will have between 2 to 4 dual-sensor motion detectors installed. The
detectors should be installed at the chokepoints inside the residence (i.e. Hallways, stairs,
etc.)

(e) Audible and Visual Alarms
Each residence will include an internal audible alarm capable of waking sleeping residents
throughout the residence. Each residence will also include external audible and visual

alarms (strobe light, etc.) capable of alerting neighbors.

() Instruction Manuals and Training



Each residence will receive one operations instruction manual in the English language.
Contractor will also provide each resident with training in system operation as requested by
the Government. Such manual should include instructions on how to activate/deactivate and
reset the alarm system.

(9) Cabling and accessories

Contractor will also provide all cabling, wiring, conduit and other supplies necessary for
installation, monitoring, testing and maintenance.

1.1  MONITORING

1.1.1. LOGS AND RECORDS

The contractor shall keep a complete log of all calls, follow-up actions, malfunctions, false alarms
and equipment maintenance and provide a copy to the Government monthly.

1.1.2. NOTIFICATION TO THE GOVERNMENT

Government will be notified immediately when an alarm is triggered. The notification must
include the location and type of alarm. Government will provide telephone numbers for the
automated notification.

1.2.  INSTALLATION

Government will issue a task order for each residential alarm system required.

Contractor will repair all damage done during the installation of any alarm system. Contractor will
minimize the aesthetic impact of the installation of the alarm systems. Where possible, wire
installation will be done inside walls and conduits.

Subject to the terms of this agreement, Contractor will decide initially where alarm system
components should be installed. However, Government may reasonably request additional
components or a change in location of installed components to ensure a proper installation and
effective residential alarm system without additional charge.

The Contractor shall warrant all the components furnished and installed by the Contractor against
defects resulting from faulty or inappropriate installation. The Contractor shall correct any such
faults without charge to the Government during the term of this contract.

Each installation will be followed by a complete testing of the system, including a test of each
system component, by the Contractor. The Contractor shall be responsible for the maintenance of
each installed system thereafter. The Contractor shall replace inoperable alarms within twelve (12)
hours from when the test is completed. If the Contractor needs to deviate from the twelve (12) hour
requirement, the request for deviation shall be in writing to the COR for approval and shall be of no
cost to Government.

1.2.1. ACCESS



For the purpose of routine maintenance, the Contractor must request in writing for permission to
access properties covered under this contract at least one (1) week in advance. The Contractor may
make oral emergency requests followed up by a written request on the next business day.

Contractor may not communicate with any resident directly. Contractor must make all requests for
access to the Government.

1.2.2. MANNER OF PERFORMANCE

All equipment furnished and services provided will be compliant with industry standards and all
legal requirements.

1.2.3. SCHEMATICS/DIAGRAMS

Within ten (10) days following installation, the Contractor shall provide to Government an alarm
schematic/diagram for each residence. Such schematic diagram will detail where and what type of
sensors have been installed. The Contractor shall also provide to Government and the resident a
detailed list of what sensors are connected to which zone (i.e. front door, living room windows-
zone one).

1.3. REMOVAL OF EXISTING ALARM SYSTEMS

When directed by the Contracting Officer, the Contractor shall remove alarm systems in designated
apartments and residences, to include removal of all cabling. The Contractor shall use maximum
care as to cause minimal damage to the building while removing the alarms and cabling.

1.4. WIRED/WIRELESS SYSTEMS

Contractor may use either wired alarm systems or wireless alarm systems. As part of maintenance
services, Contractor will be responsible for replacing all batteries installed when necessary,
including those batteries installed in wireless components.

2. WORK SCHEDULE

2.1. Installation of new alarm systems: Each individual newly installed alarm system must be
completed, made operational and tested within two (2) working days (8:00-18:00).

2.2. Individual appointments with residents for the installation of new alarm systems will be
made by the Government. The Government will give the Contractor a task order with at least five
(5) working days’ notice before each individual installation/activation appointment.

2.3. DOCUMENT DELIVERY SCHEDULE

2.4. PERIOD OF PERFORMANCE

The contract shall be effective as from the date of Notice to Proceed and shall remain in effect
for twelve (12) consecutive months, with (4) option years in accordance with FAR 52.217-9.

The Contracting Officer may also extend this contract for an additional six (6) months, if

required by the Government, in accordance with the FAR clause 52.217-8 OPTION TO
EXTEND SERVICES, in SECTION I of this contract.

3. TASK ORDERS

The Government will issue a task order to the Contractor to perform any work under this contract.
If a task is given orally, it will be followed up by a written task order within two (2) work days of
the oral order. All task orders will be in written form, state the manner of the work to be
performed, and have an issue date and a date by which the work is to be completed

4. PROJECT MANAGEMENT AND SUPERVISION

In view of the importance of this project, the Contractor shall assign a specific project manager
who will be the direct liaison with the Government concerning all work related to this contract. It
will be the project manager’s task to direct, schedule, supervise, inspect and test the work under
this contract, and to receive instructions from the Government. The Contractor’s project manager
must be able to speak and understand the English language.

Quality control shall be the responsibility of the Contractor. The Contractor shall perform
inspection visits to the work site on a regular basis. These visits shall be coordinated with the
Government, but shall be surprise inspections to those working on the contract.

) COVERAGE DURING EXTENDED POWER OUTAGES

If power outages last longer than the alarm system’s reserve battery power, the Contractor shall
coordinate with the Government to provide additional reserve battery power until power is restored.

6. REPORTING

6.1.  The Contractor shall provide the Government monthly statistics showing all alarm
activations by location and type and whether it was a false alarm or actual intrusion.

7. SUBCONTRACTING

The Contractor shall not subcontract any work to be performed without the express consent of the
Government.



8. DEFINITIONS

“Contracting Officer” — the U.S. Government's authorized agent for dealing with contractors and
has sole authority to solicit proposals, negotiate, award, and modify contracts on behalf of the U.S.
Government.

“Contracting Officers Representative” or “COR” — the representative of the Contracting Officer.
The COR does not have authority to change or modify the terms of the agreement, including
without limitation price, quantity, or performance terms.

9. INSPECTION BY GOVERNMENT:

The COR, or his/her authorized representatives, will inspect from time to time the services being
performed under this contract and the supplies furnished to determine whether work is being
performed in a satisfactory manner, and that all supplies are of acceptable quality and standards.

The Contractor shall be responsible for any countermeasures or corrective action, within the scope
of this contract, which may be required by the Contracting Officer as a result of such inspection.

9.1. QUALITY ASSURANCE AND SURVEILLANCE PLAN (QASP).

This plan is designed to provide an effective surveillance method to promote effective Contractor
performance. The QASP provides a method for the Contracting Officer's Representative (COR) to
monitor Contractor performance, advise the Contractor of unsatisfactory performance, and notify
the Contracting Officer of continued unsatisfactory performance. The Contractor, not the
Government, is responsible for management and quality control to meet the terms of the contract.
The role of the Government is to conduct quality assurance to ensure that contract standards are
achieved.

9.11 SURVEILLANCE

The COR will receive and document all complaints from Government personnel regarding the
services provided. If appropriate, the COR will send the complaints to the Contractor for corrective
action.

9.1.2. STANDARD



The performance standard is that the Government receives no more than one (1) customer
complaint per month. The COR shall notify the Contracting Officer of the complaints so that the
Contracting Officer may take appropriate action to enforce the inspection clause (FAR 52.246-4,
Inspection of Services — Fixed Price (AUG 1996)), if any of the services exceed the standard.

9.1.3. PROCEDURES

@ If any Government personnel observe unacceptable services, either incomplete work or
required services not being performed they should immediately contact the COR.

b) The COR will complete appropriate documentation to record the complaint.

(c) If the COR determines the complaint is invalid, the COR will advise the complainant. The
COR will retain the annotated copy of the written complaint for his/her files.

(d) If the COR determines the complaint is valid, the COR will inform the Contractor and give
the Contractor additional time to correct the defect, if additional time is available. The COR shall
determine how much time is reasonable.

(e) The COR shall, as a minimum, orally notify the Contractor of any valid complaints.

()] If the Contractor disagrees with the complaint after investigation of the site and challenges
the validity of the complaint, the Contractor will notify the COR. The COR will review the matter
to determine the validity of the complaint.

(9) The COR will consider complaints as resolved unless notified otherwise by the
complainant.

(h) Repeat customer complaints are not permitted for any services. If a repeat customer
complaint is received for the same deficiency during the service period, the COR will contact
the Contracting Officer for appropriate action under the Inspection clause.

10. SECURITY

General. The Government reserves the right to deny access to U.S.-owned and U.S.-operated
facilities to any individual. The Government will run background checks on all proposed
Contractor employees. The Contractor shall provide the names, biographic data and police
clearance on all Contractor personnel who shall work on this contract.

Identity Cards. The Government shall issue identity cards to Contractor personnel, after they are
approved. Contractor personnel shall display identify card(s) on the uniform at all times while
providing services under this contract. These identity cards are the property of the Government.
The Contractor is responsible for their return at the end of the contract, when an employee leaves
Contractor service, or at the request of the Government.

11. STANDARDS OF CONDUCT

@) General. The Contractor shall maintain satisfactory standards of employee
competency, conduct, cleanliness, appearance and integrity and shall be responsible for taking such
disciplinary action with respect to employees as required. Each Contractor employee is expected to



adhere to standards of conduct that reflect credit on themselves, their employer, and the United
States Government. The Government reserves the right to direct the Contractor to remove an
employee from the worksite for failure to comply with the standards of conduct. The Contractor
shall immediately replace such an employee to maintain continuity of services at no additional cost
to the Government.

(b) Uniforms. The Contractor's employees shall wear clean, neat and identifiable
uniforms, although not necessarily identical uniforms. All employees shall wear accreditation at all
times.

(c) Disorderly conduct, use of abusive or offensive language, quarreling, intimidation
by words, actions, or fighting shall not be condoned. Also included is participation in disruptive
activities that interfere with normal and efficient Government operations.

(d) Intoxicants and Narcotics. The Contractor shall not allow its employees while on
duty to possess, sell, consume, or be under the influence of intoxicants, drugs or substances that
produce similar effects.

(e Criminal Actions. Contractor employees may be subject to criminal actions as
allowed by law in certain circumstances. These include but are not limited to the following actions:
- falsification or unlawful concealment, removal, mutilation, or destruction of any official
documents or records or concealment of material facts by willful omission from official
documents or records;

- unauthorized use of Government property, theft, vandalism, or immoral conduct;

- unethical or improper use of official authority or credentials;

- security violations; or,

- organizing or participating in gambling in any form.

U] Key Control. The Contractor shall receive, secure, issue and account for any
keys issued for access to buildings, offices, equipment, gates, etc., for the purposes of this contract.
The Contractor shall not duplicate keys without the COR's approval. Where it is determined that
the Contractor or its agents have duplicated a key without permission of the COR, the Contractor
shall remove the individual(s) responsible from this contract. If the Contractor has lost any such
keys, the Contractor shall immediately notify the COR. In either event, the Contractor shall
reimburse the Government for the cost of rekeying that portion of the system.

(9) Neglect of duties shall not be condoned. This includes sleeping while on duty,
unreasonable delays or failures to carry out assigned tasks, conducting personal affairs during duty
hours and refusing to render assistance or cooperate in upholding the integrity of the work site
security.

12. PERSONNEL HEALTH REQUIREMENTS

All employees shall be in good general health without physical disabilities that would interfere with
acceptable performance of their duties. All employees shall be free from communicable diseases.

13. LAWEUL OPERATION, PERMITS, AND INDEMNIFICATION




@ Bonds. The Government imposes no bonding requirement on this contract. The Contractor
shall provide any official bonds required, pay any fees or costs involved or related to the
authorization for the equipping of any employees engaged in providing services specified under
this contract if such bonds or payments are legally required by the local government or local
practice.

(b) Employee Salary Benefits. The Contractor shall be responsible for payment of all employee
wages and benefits required by host country law or agreements with its employees. The
Government, its agencies, agents, and employees shall not be part of any legal action or obligation
regarding these benefits which may subsequently arise. Where local law requires bonuses, specific
minimum wage levels, premium pay for holidays, payments for social security, pensions, sick or
health benefits, severance payments, child care or any other benefit, the Contractor is responsible
for payments of these costs and must include them in the fixed prices in this contract.

(© Personal Injury, Property Loss or Damage (Liability). The Contractor assumes absolute
responsibility and liability for any and all personal injuries or death and property damage or losses
suffered due to negligence of the Contractor's personnel in the performance of this contract. The
Contractor's assumption of absolute liability is independent of any insurance policies.

(d) Amount Of Insurance. The Contractor is required to provide whatever insurance is
legally necessary. The Contractor shall, at its own expense, provide and maintain during the
entire performance period the following insurance amounts:

For those Contractor employees assigned to this contract who are either United States citizens or
hired in the United States or its possessions, the Contractor shall provide workers' compensation
insurance in accordance with FAR 52.228-3.

The Contractor agrees that the Government shall not be responsible for personal injuries or
for damages to:

(e) Permits. Without additional cost to the Government, the Contractor shall obtain all
permits, licenses, and appointments required for the prosecution of work under this contract. The
Contractor shall obtain these permits, licenses, and appointments in compliance with applicable
host country laws. The Contractor shall provide evidence of possession or status of application for
such permits, licenses, and appointments to the Contracting Officer with its proposal. Application,
justification, fees, and certifications for any licenses required by the host government are entirely
the responsibility of the Contractor.

In addition, the Contractor shall furnish evidence of a
commitment by the insurance carrier to notify the Contracting Officer in writing of any
material change, expiration or cancellation of any of the insurance policies required not less
than thirty (30) days before it is effective. When coverage is provided by self-self insurer, the
Contractor shall not change or decrease the coverage without the Contracting Officer's
approval.

Central Processing Unit

The central processing unit shall receive primary power from the residence power supply
and include a backup battery capable of 12-hour continuous backup. The central processing
unit must be capable of automated notification to multiple Government specified phone
numbers.

The
detectors should be installed at the chokepoints inside the residence (i.e. Hallways, stairs,
etc.)

Audible and Visual Alarms

Each residence will include an internal audible alarm capable of waking sleeping residents
throughout the residence. Each residence will also include external audible and visual
alarms (strobe light, etc.) capable of alerting neighbors.

Instruction Manuals and Training

Each residence will receive one operations instruction manual in the English language.
Contractor will also provide each resident with training in system operation as requested by
the Government. Such manual should include instructions on how to activate/deactivate and
reset the alarm system.

Cabling and accessories

Contractor will also provide all cabling, wiring, conduit and other supplies necessary for
installation, monitoring, testing and maintenance.



The Contractor shall maintain sufficient spare parts, etc., for all Contractor-furnished materials to
ensure uninterrupted services.
