Month originated in a congressional bill. In June 1977,

Reps. Frank Horton of New York and Norman Y. Mineta of

California introduced a House resolution that called upon the

president to proclaim the first ten days of May as Asian/Pacific Heritage Week. The following month,
senators Daniel Inouye and Spark Matsunaga introduced a similar bill in the Senate.
OMGY iso Both were passed. On October 5, 1978, President Jimmy Carter signed a Joint
AsianPacific | Resolution designating the annual celebration. Twelve years later, President George
H.W. Bush signed an extension making the week-long celebration into a month-long
celebration. In 1992, the official designation of May as Asian/Pacific American
Heritage Month was signed into law. The month of May was chosen to
O Month O commemorate the immigration of the first Japanese to the United States on
May 7, 1843, and to mark the anniversary of the completion of the transcontinental
railroad on May 10, 1869. The majority of the workers who laid the tracks were Chinese immigrants.
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Memorial Day, originally called Decoration Day, is a day of remembrance for
those who have died in American nation's service. There are many stories as to its
actual beginnings, with over two dozen cities and towns laying claim to being the
birthplace of Memorial Day. There is also evidence that organized women's groups in
the South were decorating graves before the end of the Civil War: a hymn published in
1867, "Kneel Where Our Loves are Sleeping" by Nella L. Sweet carried the dedication
"To The Ladies of the South who are Decorating the Graves of the Confederate
Dead" (Source: Duke University's Historic American Sheet Music, 1850-1920). While
Waterloo N.Y. was officially declared the birthplace of Memorial Day by President
Lyndon Johnson in May 1966, it's difficult to prove conclusively the origins of the day. It
is more likely that it had many separate beginnings; each of those towns and every
planned or spontaneous gathering of people to honor the war dead in the 1860's tapped
into the general human need to honor our dead, each contributed honorably to the
growing movement that culminated in Gen Logan giving his official proclamation in
1868. It is not important who was the very first, what is important is that Memorial Day
was established. Memorial Day is not about division. It is about reconciliation; it is about
coming together to honor those who gave their all.
