WARDEN MESSAGE - MACEDONIAN-BULGARIAN BORDER
CROSSING AT DEVE BAIR REOPENED

The U.S. Embassy has received information from the Macedonian Ministry of
Interior that as of 1800 hours local time on Tuesday, November 10, the Bulgarian
authorities reopened the Gjuesevo border crossing point (near the Deve Bair border
crossing on the Macedonian side). According to U.S. Embassy Sofia, there is
continuing road work to repair the damage to the bridges and delays should be
expected.

Americans traveling abroad should regularly monitor the U.S. Embassy’s website,
and the U.S. Department of State's Bureau of Consular Affairs website, where the
current Worldwide Caution, Travel Warnings, Travel Alerts, and Country Specific
Information can be found. The U.S. Embassy also encourages U.S. citizens to
review to "A Safe Trip Abroad," which includes valuable security information for
those both living and traveling abroad.
